Spills and accidents, too, especially for the younger 

children, create a daily need. 

 

If you would like to help, you may either purchase a 

uniform or put cash or a check made out to St. 

John’s in an envelope clearly marked “Central 

Uniforms”. Please bring your school uniform items 

with you to church to give to the children during the 

offering time. They will put them in the Central 

Elementary Box, which will be either up front in the 

sanctuary or back in the Narthex. Please place any 

envelopes marked for Central in the plate with the 

offering. 

 

Central students wear navy blue pants with a light 

blue or white shirt with NO insignia. Pants cost $12 - 

$13 and shirts cost from $5-$7, so a gift of $20 would 

buy a uniform.  

If you prefer to do your own shopping, uniforms are 

available at The Archive on Hamilton St., Walmart 

and Forman Mills.  They will know what sizes are for 

elementary school children. There is a greater need 

for the smaller sizes, especially pants, and please look 

for pants that could be worn by either a girl or a boy.
