October Special Mission Offering - Neighbors in Need. 

Neighbors in Need (NIN) supports the UCC’s ministries of justice and 
compassion throughout the United States. Two-thirds of the offering is 
used by the UCC’s Justice and Witness Ministries to fund a wide array 
of justice initiatives, advocacy efforts and direct services. In 2025, 26 

grants were awarded to churches to run such programs. The remaining 
third is used to support our Native American neighbors within the UCC. 
This is accomplished by NIN’s support of the UCC’s Council for American 

Indian Ministry (CAIM). Currently, there are 21 UCC congregations on 
reservations and one urban multi-tribal congregation in Minneapolis, 

Minnesota. The funds are used to support the ministries of these 
congregations. CAIM also serves as a resource for more than 1,000 

individuals from other tribes and nations who are members of other UCC 
congregations throughout the U.S. We would ask that you prayerfully 

consider giving generously to support these ministries of 
justice and compassion throughout the month of October.
