July’s Special Mission Offering 
 

Our Special Mission Offering for July is the Allentown Ecumenical 

Foodbank. This ministry of the Lehigh Conference of Churches strives to 

assist people in the Lehigh Valley who are experiencing food insecurity. It 

is the only Foodbank in the Valley open five days a week. Currently, the 

Foodbank provides 3-5 days of food to over 450 households per week. St. 

John’s has a long and vital association with the Foodbank providing both 

financial and food donations as well as volunteer support. In July we 

would urge you to consider anyone, or more, of these. While donations 

of packaged or canned non-expired foodstuffs are accepted, financial 

donations are preferred. This is because they are able to procure more 

items per dollar than we can and they can purchase items that they need. 

You may donate anytime in July using your weekly offering envelope, the 

blue pew envelope (with both of these, be sure to designate the 

Foodbank) or the Donate button on our website. Foodstuffs may be 

placed in the Foodbank Bin in the narthex. You might also consider 

joining our current group of volunteers who help at the Foodbank on the 

1st Thursday and 4th Friday.
